Customers will be notified of
their scheduled turn-off time, and not alt 180 homes will be affected at the same time since
specific areas will be scheduled for different days.

The pipe replacement project is one of 30 in the Capital Improvement Program, which is
designed to enhance the water and wastewater infrastructure of the Elsinore Valley. A
construction hotline has been set up for residents to call with any questions or concerns and
can be reached at 951-893-7116.

Violation report 10,000

EVMWD recently mailed letters to its customers to advise of a recent water treatment
violation issued by the California Department of Health Services {CDHS) for not meeting the
minimum removal requirement for total organic carbon {TOC) set by the agency in June,
July and August of 2006.

TOCs are naturally occurring elements that, while not posing adverse health effects
themselves, can react with the disinfectants used to treat drinking water tc create chemicals
referred to as disinfection bypraducts (DBPs), which have heen shown to cause
developmental effects in laboratory animals.

While the EVMWD did not meet TOC removal requirements, the water was tested and i Colar
found to be well below the maximum allowable level for DBPs during the timeframe of the '"siness cauls

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City Connection: Only rain in the drain

The Clean Water Act was enacted by the Federal
Government in 1972, administrated by the Federal
Environmental Protection Agency. The Act requires state and
local agencies to enforce the provisions in it.

The entire purpose of the Clean Water Act is to centrol
pollutants entering the water ways (watershed).

The City of Canyon Lake along with 11 other cities and the
County of Riverside are co-permitees within the Santa Ana

Watershed area, dealing with storm water runoff {urban
runcff) and are required to enforce the provisions of this law
and must answer to the State Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region.

As a "co-permittee” the City of Canyon Lake enacted a Municipal Code Section applicable
to the permit authorizing enforcement of the provisions set forth in the permit. The scope of
the code section applies to industrial, commercial and residential uses.

Please keep the slogan “only rain in the drain” in mind at alf time. All storm drains in the
City of Canyon Lake drain directly into the watershed (lake). Viclations of the code are
strictly enforced by this city. Future articles wiil address specific violations, i.e. spilis,
swimming pools, construction sites, sediment, trash and litter, etc.

Accident closes road

According to the Canyon Lake Police Department, the accident, which was reported to

Only rain in the drain!

Storm drains flow straight to rivers,
lakes and strearns. The bad news is when
contaminants enter the storm drain, they
pollute water resources. Storm run off
is a major source of surface water pol-
lution. Run off can pick up contamina-
tion on the ground, including sediment,
oil, gasoline, fertilizer, pet waste, grass
clippings, car wash water and more. The
good news is that by making some simple
changes, pollution run off can be preveni-
ed:

*» Fix auto leaks promptly

» Properly dispose of used motor oil

* Don’t fertihize lawns or plants before it rains

*» Don’t top off with gas or diesel when you fill up

« Put trash in its place

» Never dump anything down a storm drain

In addition, homeowners with pools and spas need
to make certain that when emptying or discharging
water, only the sanitary sewer line or appropriate
drain line in the home is used. Pool and spa waler
should never be discharged into the street gutter or
storm drain, nor should filters be cleaned in the street,
over a catch basin or near any storm drains. However,
swimming pool and spa water may be slowly drained
to landscaping or a lawn provided the water does not

run off inte the street or storm drain. If utilizing this
method, allow the water to be free from chemi-

cals for a minimum of three days,
Remember - only rain in the storm
drain!

Keep pollutants out of storm drains

The City of Canyon Lake has two drainage systenis
- sgnitary gewers and storm drains — however, many
residents are unsure of the ditference between the two.
The storm drain system, unlike sewer lines, is not de-
signed to be a waste disposal systeni. Storm drains are
designed to prevent flooding by carrying excess walcr
away from the streets but, unlike sanitary sewers, they
are not connected to a treatment plant. Since storm
drains flow directly to local streams, rivers and lakes,
thev often serve the unintended function of transport-
ing potlutants to our waterways,

Soaps, degreasers, automotive fluids, litter and a host
of other materials washed off buildings, sidewalks, pla-
zas, parking areas, vehicles and equipment create pol-
luted runoff, contaminating local waterways and pos-
ing a threat to groundwater resources. The County of
Riverside and the City of Canyon Lake have adopted
ordinances for storm water management and discharge
control and in accordance with federal law, these ordi-
nances prohibit the discharge of wastes into the storm
drain system or local surface waters and violators can be
penalized with large fines.

Since preventing pollut—ion is much easier and less
costly than cleaning up “after the fact,” the County of
Riverside has developed the Storm Water/Clean Water
Protection Program aimed at providing residents and
businesses with pollution prevention information, some
of which is outlined here. Additional pamphlets provid-
ing pollution prevention information are available free
of charge and can be obtained by calling 800-506-2555.

Pool and spa maintenance

Homeowners with pools and spas need to make cer-
tain that when emptying or discharging water, only the
sanitary sewer ling or appropriate drain line in the home
is used. Pool and spa water should never be discharged
into the street gutter or storm drain, nor should filters
be cleaned in the street, over a catch basin or near any

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storm drains. However, swimming pool and spa water
may he slowly draimed to landscaping or a fawn pro-
vided the water does not run off into the street or storm
drain. 1f utilizing this method, allow the water to be
tree from chemicals for a minimum of three days.

Car washing and repair

Cars should be washed on a lawn or other unpaved
surface to allow for absorption and filtration of the
wastewater. Absorbent material such as cardboard or
cat litter should be used to contain leaking vehicle {lu-
ids until such time the leak can be repaired. Sweep up
all used absorbent material and dispose of in the trash.
If changing your own oil or antifreeze, call 1-800-
CLEANUP for the nearest disposal station.

Housecleaning and painting

Dirty cleaning water, including used carpet cleaning
solution, should be disposed of in a sink or toilet. Never
clean brushes ot rinse paint containers in the street, gutter
or storm drain inlet. Latex paints can be ¢cleaned off in a
sink; filter and reuse thinners and solvents for oil-based
paints. Unusable paints, thinners, thinner residue and
cleaning products should only be disposed of at House-
hold Hazardous Waste Collection centers or events.

Lawn and yard care

Chemical pesticides and herbicides should only be
used in the event of a major problem and should never
be used if rain is forecast to prevent runoff to the storm
drain system. Likewise, the use of lawn treatment appli-
cations and chemical weed killers and fertilizers should
be limited. Don’t blow, rake or rinse yard waste and grass
clippings into the street or gutter; sweep up clippings for
disposal in the green waste bin or start a compost pile.
Make sure to promptly remove pet waste from your yard

and always pick up after your pet when out walking,
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Fireworks ordinance

Be mindful of water safety

As summer continues to heat up. more and more
families are spending their leisure time keeping cool
in the water. whether it be the backyard swimming
pool or the community’s namesake lake, The downside
though. as otficials point out, is the increased risk of
toddler and infant drownings,

According to Riverside County Drowning Preven-
tion Task Force coordinator Victorta Young. drown-
ing is the leading cause of children’s deaths not only
in Southern California, but across the country as well,
with 80 percent of those deaths occurring in pools.
The tnland Empire togged a total of 41 drowning
deaths in 2006, 14 of thosc toddlers, and Riverside
County coroner’s office spokeswoman Dalyn Backes
indicates that the number of drownings will increase
as the area’s population grows. The most disturbing
fact, however. is that the majority of drownings are
entirely preventable.

“The number one reason these children dic is a
breakdown of active adult supervision,” wams Victo-
ria, and the agency urges closer supervision as well as
a better understanding of water safety by both adults
and children as *‘drowning season’ approaches. Boating
safety 1s also a major factor in drowning prevention as
well. According to Lake Elsinore police Sgt. Michael
Lujan, who oversees the city’s lake operations, the ma-

Soaps, degreasers. automotive fluids, litter and @ host of other materials washed
off buildings, sidewalks, parking areas. vehicles and cquipment create poltuted run-
off, contaminating the lake. The County of Riverside and the City of Canyon Lake
has adoptcd ordinances for storm water management and discharge control and. in
accordance with federal law, these ordinances prohibit the discharge of wastes into
the stormt drain system or local surface waters and violators can be penalized with
large fines.

Since preventing pollution is much casier and less costly than cleaning up “af-
ter the fact,” the County of Riverside has developed the Storm Water/Clean Wa-
ter Protection Program aimed at providing residents and businesses with pollution
prevention information. a couple of which are outlined here. Additional pamphlets
providing pollution prevention information arve available free of charge and can be
obtained by calling 800-506-2555.

Homecwners with pools and spas necd to make certain thai when emptying
or discharging water, only the sanitary sewer line or appropriate drain line in the
home is used. Pool and spa water should never be discharged into the street gutier
or storm drain; nor should filters be cleaned in the street, over a catch basin or near
any stortr drains. However, swimming pool and spa water may be slowly drained
to landscaping or a lawn. provided the water does not run off into the street or
storm drain. I utilizing this method, allow the water to be free from chemicals for
a minimum of three days.

Cars should be washed on a lawn or other unpaved surface to allow tor absorp-
tion and filtration of the wastewater. Absorbent material such as cardboard or cat
litter should be used to contain leaking vehicle fluids until such time the leak can
be repaired. Sweep up all used absorbent material and dispose of it in the trash.
If changing your own oil or antifreeze, call 1-800-CLEANUP for the nearest dis-
posal station.

Seawalls are a speeial kind of re-
taining wall. A seawall requires a de-
sign specitic to your site prepared by
an engineer or architect. The review
of a design by the City’s Building Of-
ficial will take 10 working days. so be
sure to allow time. Prior to issuing the
construction permit. the approval of the
POA must be provided. so be sure to sub-
mit plans at the same time.

If the engineer/architect uses conservative
design principics in his work. the need for a soils
investigaiion of the site is eliminated. which can help
speed up the approval process.

The submittal to the City should include two copies
of the design calculations and fwo prints of the con-
struction plans. The plans should show the location
and height of the wall and the construction details.
